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	Langwith Bassett Junior Academy's music curriculum provides a broad range of musical opportunities aimed at developing essential skills, nurturing emotional and social well-being, and fostering a love for music among students. The curriculum at the academy is designed to ensure that all children have access to music education, allowing them to explore different genres, enhance their listening abilities, and build confidence through musical expression.

The music curriculum is delivered through standalone music lessons and cross-curricular learning, ensuring that students receive a well-rounded musical education integrated into various aspects of their academic journey. Regular music assemblies focusing on singing and diverse genres of music provide students with opportunities to engage in musical activities, develop their vocal abilities, and appreciate the richness of musical diversity.

The use of the ACET music curriculum, delivered by an external music provider, complements the in-house music education provided by class teachers and music assemblies. This collaborative approach ensures that students benefit from a comprehensive music program that covers key skills while being taught by subject specialists. By exposing students to a wide range of musical experiences and activities, Langwith Bassett Junior Academy creates an inclusive learning environment that encourages students to embrace new musical opportunities and develop a lifelong passion for music.

In the Foundation Stage, students are introduced to listening and responding to music, exploring making sounds, and participating in action songs. As students progress, they begin using drawings to represent music, listening with increased attention, and responding to musical stimuli. By the end of the reception year, students are encouraged to explore and engage in music-making and dance, sing solo or in groups with increasing pitch accuracy, express their feelings about dance and performance art, listen attentively and move to music, and share their emotions and responses.

Moving into Key Stage 1, students develop their voices expressively through singing songs and speaking chants and rhymes. They also engage with tuned and untuned instruments, listen to various forms of music with concentration and understanding, and experiment with sound creation using the inter-related dimensions of music.

In Key Stage 2, which builds upon the foundation laid in Key Stage 1, students advance their musical skills by playing and performing in solo and ensemble settings, improvising and composing music, listening with detail and aural memory, using musical notations, and appreciating a wide range of live and recorded music from diverse traditions. They also develop an understanding of music history, further enriching their musical knowledge and appreciation.

There is a focus on catering to learners with Special Educational Needs and Disabilities (SEND) underscores the academy's commitment to creating an inclusive and supportive music education environment. By adapting music lessons to meet the diverse needs of all learners, Langwith Bassett ensures that every student can access and engage with the subject, making the learning experience fun, engaging, and tailored to individual abilities.

In Year 3 and 4, students engage in learning to play the ukulele, providing them with an opportunity to explore a new musical instrument and develop their musical skills. This hands-on experience not only enhances students' musical abilities but also fosters a love for music-making and instrumental proficiency.

In addition to instrumental learning, all students participate in weekly music assemblies, which serve as a platform for showcasing musical talents, building community spirit, and fostering a love for music. These assemblies contribute to creating a vibrant musical atmosphere within the school, where students can come together to celebrate music and showcase their musical abilities.

Langwith Bassett places a strong emphasis on cultural capital through various music initiatives and workshops. The school has hosted an African dance workshop, providing students with a culturally enriching experience that celebrates diversity and promotes cultural understanding. In music lessons, students sing songs from a variety of countries and cultures, broadening their musical horizons and exposing them to different musical traditions.

During celebrations for World Music Day, all classes at Langwith Bassett learn and perform songs from different countries in a range of languages, highlighting the school's commitment to promoting global awareness and intercultural appreciation through music. Additionally, in music assemblies, students are introduced to musicians from a diverse range of countries, showcasing a variety of musical genres and styles, further enhancing students' understanding and appreciation of global music traditions.
