‘The Selfish Giant’ and ‘The Happy Prince’

The children will study the language, plot, structure and characters of the beloved stories ‘The Selfish Giant’ and ‘The Happy Prince’ by Oscar Wilde. They will make connections with themes, morals and philosophical questions on a personal level which will enrich their understanding of the story and help them to produce thoughtful, meaningful writing. With a clear focus on the effect on purpose and audience, the teaching of grammatical structures and vocabulary is embedded in the reading and writing and pupils will explore how these create effects in the story then apply them to their own writing. The unit culminates in a final piece of writing where pupils can use all of the knowledge and skills they have learned to write a traditional tale of their own
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	Science

Light

The children will learn about light and how it helps us see. They will explore natural and artificial light sources, understand how light travels in straight lines, and see how shadows are formed and change shape. Through simple experiments, they will observe, question, and record their findings, building their scientific skills.
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	Maths

This half-term the children will learn to add and subtract fractions, helping them understand parts of a whole. They will investigate mass and capacity, measuring and comparing different amounts and will also begin to explore decimals to connect fractions with decimal numbers. Through practical activities, they will develop problem-solving and reasoning skills in everyday contexts.
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	Spelling
Children will have spelling lessons every Monday where they will learn a new spelling rule. They will be given activities through the week to practise this rule and will have a spelling test the following Monday. 
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Handwriting & Letter Formation 
As a school, we have a real focus on handwriting this year and will have regular handwriting practise in order to learn and practise forming letters and joining correctly.
